2. Missing "be" verb (Ex. Resume very difficult. The "be" verb "is" is needed to connect the adjective in the sentence).
3. Incomrect singular and plural form of the verb (Ex. Janna buy a book. The subject is singular so the verb should also be singular). 4.
Incorrect word or expression (Ex. | has grown up by a generous father. Instead of "has grown up”, the verb should be "raised”).
Incorrect position of adverb (Ex. You resume now write. The adverb "now" should be placed at the end of the sentence).
